(Memorandum submitted to Hon'ble Shri Rajiv Gandhi, the
Pnme Minister of India at New Delhi on 8th May, 1989 by the
AKhil Bharat Sindhi Boli Ain Sahit Sabha).

Respected Prime Minister,

We crave for your indulgence. Please permit us to place
before you on behalf of over FOUR MILLION SINDHIS of
India in general and the Akhil Bharat Sindhi Boli Ain Sahit
Sabha, a premier organisation of Sindhi writers, artists,
educationists and other intellectuals, in particular, a strong plea
to give the Sindhi community justice, fairplay and equal rights
for the promotion and development of their language and
literature.

WORST VICTIMS

2. The unnatural partition of our beloved country was indeed
unfortunate for the people of India, but it was most tragic
for the Sindhi community. The Sindhis became the worst
victims of the political conspiracy of the foreign rulers and
lost not only all their valued possessions but had to make the

image by freely passing on 'abuse' and is insinuations,
and throwing dirt on its honour and morality. The most
shameful and sinful and particulary annoying is the fact
that such rubbish is easily pushed through even by the
mass media controlled by the State, by depicting Sindhi
characters in shady colours.

BIGGEST DEMOCRACY

AN UNFORTUNATE SITUATION

Dear Prime Minister, our fervent plea is that
under a set of cruel circumtances, the Sindhi community

has been placed in a very unfortunate situation. Just to
elaborate the point :

FIRSTLY, the Sindhis have suffered the most by
being dispossessed of their own land and become
stateless. No other community in India made such a
supreme sacrifice for the freedom of India. All the other
communities have kept their own homeland intact.

SECONDLY, the Sindhi community was not
rehabilitated mn a planned manner in a single piece of
land, with the result, they got scattered throughout the
country and as a social entity they were rendered
fragmented. Therefore, their social, cultural and political
life has been disrupted and today they are really in a
state of disarray. As a result of this, many serious
problems are affecting the social and collective life of
this community.

THIRDLY, the Sindhis have thus been rendered
politically weak and helpless in the state of scatteredness.
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rehabilitation. In this they were inspired by their rich past
and hope of bright future in free India. The entire
community was engaged in a grim battle for survival.
This will remain a glorious chapter in the post-partition
history of Sindhi people. There is no gain saying the fact
that the Sindhis exhibitted an admirable sense of
resilience, perseverance and courage. They not only
rehabilitated themselves, wherever their lot threw them,
but they have shown remarkable achivements in short
span of four decades. They have enterd into every con-
ceivable constructive and productive activity. They have
made laudable contribution not only in the economic
development and progress of the country, but have shown
keen interest in charitable and educational persuits. Sev-
eral colleges, hospitals and other charitable institutions
and foundations stand as memorable monuments to their
dedication to public causes and spirit of service to the
nation.

. The unnatural partition of our beloved country was

indeed unfortunate for the people of India, but it was
most tragic for the Sindhi community. The Sindhis
became the worst victims of the political conspiracy of
the foreign rulers and lost not only all their valued
prossessions but had to make the greatest sacrifice of
losing their ancestral beloved homeland Sindh.

The Sindhis played a significant role whether if was the
Non-Co-operation Movement of 1920-21, or the Salt-
Satyagrah of 1930 or the Civil Dis-obedience movment
of 1932. Big contigents of Sindhi patriots threw
themselves in the struggle.
